“DO YOU KNOW WHAT TIME IT IS?” (SPECIAL EDITION)

T oday on Christmas Eve, everyone is caught up 
with the spirit of the season, while many are 

busy with last minute shopping. I enjoy Christmas 
as much as anybody, but as I sit down to write this 
newsletter I feel a heavy burden on my heart.  It is 
not that I or my family is sick, or that I am facing a 
serious problem; that is not the reason for my 
burden. This is much deeper, let me explain… 

A couple of weeks ago, I was getting ready to 
turn off the TV and retire for the night.  As I was 
about to turn off the television, I heard this voice 
coming out of the speaker that said:  “Do you 
know what time it is?  It is 12:20 AM”   As I turned 
off the set, I looked at the clock and it was turning 
to 12:20 AM.

Whenever a kairos takes place, it is 
time of great opportunity for good or evil, blessing 
or judgment depending on what we do. 

At the beginning of this year, the Lord gave me a 
word for the Church (see the first 2006 issue of this 
Newsletter in our website).  I believe this coming 
year we are going to begin seeing many of the 
things that I mentioned come to pass.  Many 
intercessors (me included) have been praying to 
God for more time to reach the lost, and to finish 
the work that He wants to do in this nation and 
overseas. But it seems that a shift has taken place 
in Heaven and on the earth; time has run out. 

God is seeing everything that is happening and 
taking notes. My heart is very troubled and 
burdened exceedingly for this nation and Israel for 
2007 and beyond.
