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1John 2:14 “I have written unto you fathers, 
because you have known him who is from 
the beginning. I have written unto you, 
young men, because you are strong, and the 
word of God abides in you, and you have 
overcome the wicked one.” 
 

1 Corinthians 4: 15 "For though ye have ten 
thousand instructors in Christ, yet have ye 
not many fathers: for in Christ Jesus I have 
begotten you through the gospel."  

We are living in a time when there is a great 
need for true spiritual fathers. There is a lack of 
true spiritual fathers of the faith. There may be 
certain occasions when certain truths are taught 
from one person to another. But this is not being 
a true spiritual father. A mentor is for a time or 
a season, but a spiritual father is for life.  

A spiritual father is the gift and the ability to 
be able to impart not just biblical truths but also 
mysteries, gifts, anointing and the wisdom of 
God. But in order that this can occur in this way, 
there must be a relationship and communication 
of spirit to spirit between the father and the son. 
This relationship between fathers and sons 
requires consecration and dedication.  

There are not many who want to submit their 
lives and ministries to another individual. Some 
say that they do not need anyone to teach them, 
that the Holy Spirit gives me everything that they 
need. However, the word of God teaches us that 
God gives us specific people such as spiritual 
fathers to teach us (Ex. 24:13; 1 Kings 19: 
19-21; Matt. 4:18-22; 1 Cor. 11:1.)  

You may have thousands of teachers, but 
there are not many fathers. There are not many 
who have the consecration and the determination 
to follow until the end, that not only have they 
poured their lives on you, but continue to do so. 
A spiritual father is one who knows the problems 
of their children, who cares and is aware of them.  

When no one believed in Timothy, his 
father Paul believed in him. He instructed him 
in how to combat the spirit of fear and timidity 
and fulfill the call in his life. A person, who has 
been rejected if he is not careful, can develop a 
spirit of rebellion against any authority figure.  In 
Mark 4:16-17 Jesus speaks about this type of 
person.  The root is the foundation of a plant.  

When a person has a weak foundation or 
no foundation at all and the tests come, that 
person will stumble and fall. The foundations 
of your life may be weak and lacking strength. 
Spiritual fathers, which may be considered in 
scripture apostles, have been endowed by God 
with great anointing and authority.  

One of his main functions has to do with 
bringing about changes in the foundation of 
believers. When a person comes with humility 
and sits under the ministry and mentorship of a 
spiritual father, a great anointing and authority 
begins to flow, bringing about an alignment in 
the foundation of that individual.  

May the Father of Lights continue to guide you 
and bless you in the days to come as we await 
the glorious appearance of our beloved Savior &
